Field Sculptures In Fussa
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Fussa developed the conceplt
“The whole city is our big
museum” and implemented it
by placing 30 sculptures by
25 artists in various locations
in the city. Those sculptures,
selected by the field environment
sculpture contest held by the
city, are matched to the street <
scenes, soothing our hearts.
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The rapid declining birthrate affects
the families and their child rearing. The
administration is expected to prepare
environment to eliminate their concern
by the better services.

In 2006, we drew up the community
wellare plan “Kenko Fussa 21" . It was
a project for the aged, the handicapped
and the next generation. Based on
this, general community welfare is
promoted. It is our vision to make our
city the place where we live in peace
with satisfying welfare support.
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The safety of the community is one
ol our main concerns; therefore our
services work to ensure we consider
the prevention of disasters. There is
a salety partnership of the public, the
corporate and the public administration,
and partners are working together for
prevention, reduction measures and the
regional disaster prevention scheme.

Road Safety education activities have
been made since then, for the better
knowledge of the traffic rule and
obeying of the instructions. We will
stay active for the safer community.
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In November 2008, an environment
management system “LAS - E" was
introduced to Fussa. It is our effort
to pass down the globe in a good
environment to the posterity.

We take further green actions for the
reduction of waste and recycling. To
establish the resource recycling system,
we enforce the collection of recyclable
waste. On the basis of our new energy
